disorder that makes the person likely to engage in acts of sexual violence if not 
confined in a secure facility for long-term control, care, and treatment."); In re 
Corley, 353 S.C. 202, 206, 577 S.E.2d 451, 453 (2003) (stating the details of past 
criminal offenses are relevant to show whether a defendant is likely to engage in 
acts of sexual violence again).
